May 1-15, 2011 (U.K.) and January 3-17, 2012 (Greece)

Its goal is to allow participants to engage with new questions about the nature and development of the art and archaeology of the Roman provinces, not least through on-site direct examination of materials in conversation with peers and senior scholars.

I. Applicants:  

Applications are welcome from professionals and scholars with special interest in the topic regardless of their country of origin or residence, and regardless of gender, race, ethnicity, sexuality or age.  Scholars not working in Roman studies but in fields intellectually or technically related should have sufficient background in Roman studies to engage easily with the seminar’s materials and conversations.  

NB: SPOUSES AND FAMILY MEMBERS CANNOT BE ACCOMMODATED AND MAY NOT ACCOMPANY THE PARTICIPANTS DURING THE SEMINARS.

Successful candidates will have all travel expenses between home country and the U.K. and between home country and Greece paid at coach level, and all internal travel, museum and site admissions, and hotels will be paid for by the grant.  Food and incidental costs will be covered by a flat per diem amount to be managed by the candidate, and any costs exceeding this will be the responsibility of the candidate.  

  A.  Applicants must be early- to mid-career professionals in one of the following     fields:

1. Art History (academic, museum and independent scholars are all welcome)

2. Archaeology, with either field, museum, or laboratory-based expertise

3. Roman history and such allied fields as epigraphy and demography, material culture studies and economics

4. Museum curation, education and administration

5. Site administration or curation (experience with single or multiple, regional or national sites are all acceptable)

6. Conservation or preservation of antiquities or sites, or administration experience in the service of either.

  B. Applicants must have an appropriate terminal degree such as the M.A., M.Phil., M.F.A., or Ph.D.   CURRENT STUDENTS (INCLUDING THOSE OFABD STATUS) MAY NOT APPLY.  THE RELEVANT DEGREE MUST ALREADY HAVE BEEN RECEIVED BY THE TIME OF APPLICATION.

  C. Applicants must have fluency in both written and spoken English.  All activities, including discussion of readings and conversations with specialists will take place in English.  The application requires both an English-language writing sample for all candidates and a telephone interview in English for all finalists to the process.

  D. Applicants must have the physical ability to stand and walk on irregular and unpaved surfaces for more than one hour at a time.  Not all areas to be visited will be fully or easily accessible or able to provide disability services.

II. Applications must include the following:

1. Information form, completed

2. Verification of eligibility for visas to enter and exit the U.K. and Greece, and evidence of current passport or other required travel document (e.g., a scan of one’s passport page).

3. Evidence, in the form of a letter from your employer or chief administrator, of your ability to be absent from your place of work at the times of the seminars.

4. Two letters of support from senior scholars or administrators in your field of specialization.  Please ask your referees to send their letters by email directly to:GettyProvinces@gmail.com

5. A 500 word English language essay on your current work in the field of Roman art and archaeology and the reasons for your interest in this seminar.  Please be sure to use double-spacing for your text.

6. An up-to-date resumé/ curriculum vitae.  Please be sure to include your education, professional experience, publications or other public professional activities, honors and fellowships received, national or international offices held.  Please include this information in chronological order.

Applications are due by November 1, 2010.  After December 1, 2010, finalists will be contacted for a telephone interview.  Acceptances will be sent by email by January 1, 2011.
